We think it is important for the children to have the
opportunity to take part in active games if they wish to, and we continue therefore to invest in having a Sports
Coach from Premier Education available to help lead games and sports sessions every lunch-time.

Children will need to change into suitable footwear and tracksuit trousers (for activities on the field) and then use
the field or classroom space for the activity. This will ensure accidents are at a minimum and also provide the
space required for other active games as well as a calmer space on the playground.
